CFl Command Center™ provides a single point of control from which

to manage all file transfers, both inside and outside the enterprise,

and across all platforms. The Command Center’s Web-based interface
provides a single view of all file-transfer activity, including server
management, user profiles, alerts, status reports, and audit logs. The
Command Center also contains all of the tools needed to configure and
manage file-based workflow and application integration; CFl’s full set

of open APls, ActiveX controls, ISPF panels, REXX and command line
interfaces can be accessed easily, enabling users to program directly into

enterprise applications.

CFI Platform Server™

CFI Platform Server™ is the workhorse within CFl and its core strength

is multi-platform file transfers. The solution supports all platforms from
Windows to the Mainframe and provides total security and control for
every file entering or leaving the enterprise. Its peer-to-peer architecture,
high-volume file-transfer support, and enterprise-level automation
capabilities enable smooth integration with other enterprise applications
and end-to-end process automation.

CFl Internet Server™ enables organizations to exchange information
with complete control over the Internet — securely, efficiently, and
economically. Available as a Web service or as a stand-alone application,
the Internet Server is ideal for integrating with trading partners; the
partner’s only requirement is a standard Web browser (no need to

purchase or install additional software).

CFI SlingShot™

CFI SlingShot™ is an enterprise solution that solves the major challenges of
e-mail attachments and how they are handled. These challenges include
mailbox and attachment size limitations, storage, and bandwidth. Sling-
Shot integrates seamlessly with Microsoft Outlook — sending attachments
in a parallel conduit - so that business users can easily send files of any
size. Best of all, it works under the covers, so that users don’t even know

it's there. Slingshot is also available as Slingshot Vault™, a preconfigured
hardware-based appliance.

CFl Commerce Server™

CFI Commerce Server™ is a full-featured document transformation and
EDI integration solution for B2B data exchange. In supporting EDI, the
standard format for exchanging business data, Commerce Server provides
full transaction mapping, transformation, and auditing functionality.

In conjunction with CFl's Internet Server, Commerce Server supports
Internet EDI, enabling organizations to transition from, and eliminate,

value-added networks (VANs) and lease lines, and high associated costs.

A completely integrated solution, CFl is comprised of a number of “building-block” components
that can be installed and configured uniquely to conform to the specific business needs of an
organization. These components link together to form the CFl network, on which total security
and control can be achieved for all file transfers. A CFl network will often extend outside of the

organization, particularly when used to transfer files with external users and business partners.
